Three years and counting!   
 
The Saucon Valley Foundation for Educational Innovation has now completed three 
years of fundraising and creative out of classroom experiences to maintain our mission 
of providing innovative programs for our students! What once was just an idea at the 
bus stop, has now become a solid nonprofit organization filled with more than 20      
volunteer trustees all focused on giving area students academic opportunities outside 
the funding capabilities of the school’s regular budget.   
 
Despite a continued difficult economic climate during fiscal 2010-2011, the community 
contributed more than $50,000 to the annual campaign and another nearly $11,000 
during the Parent Prom.  This generosity allowed the Foundation to award nearly 
$19,000 in grants to fund 19 projects this year!  From author visits and permanent wall 
mosaics to digital tablets and IPads for a Tech Council, the Foundation was able to 
help keep Saucon Valley on the forefront of education.  Since our inception in 2008, 
the Foundation has awarded more than 60 grants! 
 
This year, the Foundation also began work on its first large-scale project: the building 
of an outdoor environmental education center on school district property. 
 
With the Majestic Realty Corporation’s generous $4,500 donation and a matching    
donation from the Foundation, the SVFEI gathered enough capital to hire land          
developer LandConcepts to begin development work on the project. Assisted by a 
committee of students, teachers, community leaders and administrators,               
LandConcepts shaped a Master Plan for the center and it was delivered in June 2010. 
 
In the coming year, teams of people will begin to use this plan as a launching point to 
fundraise for and implement the project. It will likely be built in phases. 
 
Looking ahead, the Foundation seeks more volunteers to help ensure measured 
growth of the Foundation.

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Grant Process

How does the grant process work?  It’s a collaborative effort that begins with the 
creativity of a teacher. With an innovative idea, the teacher submits a grant          
application detailing the project and items needed.  After review and signature by 
the teacher’s principal, the application goes before a Peer Review Committee.  This 
committee is made up of teachers, administrators and foundation trustees.  The 
committee reviews the application to determine adherence to the criteria and   
guidelines set forth by the Foundation and recommendations are given for            
acceptance, denial, or request for revision. 
 
Once approved by the committee, the application is recommended to the         
Foundation Board of Trustees.  Upon approval, the final step is the presentation to 
the Board of Education for acceptance. The project is funded and the students   
benefit! 
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Today, technology is the engine that drives our economy. Our 
world is increasingly dependent on technology for everything from 
communication to space exploration and medicine. Students with

Foundation approved the grant provided the iPads are   

 awarded to the Technology Council, of which Ms. Ziemba will be invited to participate on, so as

 to evaluate the usefulness and to make recommendations as to which departments/schools are 

 best served by this technology.  This grant is considered a research grant to provide the district 

 and foundation with valuable feedback on this technology for larger technology infrastructure      

 decisions. Grant is approved for the purchase of (3) iPads and a $200.00 gift card for                    

 applications.  Purchase will most likely be made after the first quarter 2011 when the next        

 generation is released.
