ENHANCING NATURE’S PLAN
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From Conceptual Idea.....to a Project Plan

e Envision young students planting self-nurtured saplings into a community-wide edible garden.

e Imagine mud-covered middle school science lovers studying the water table while standing amidst school-
owned wetlands.

e  Picture teenage ecology researchers tracking migratory birds in fields and meadows a short walk outside
their classroom.

With the help of the Foundation this outdoor, hands-on learning environment grows closer each day to becom-
ing a reality!

Taking a good thing and making it better.

The school district already owns this 3-4 acre plot of undeveloped land. It sits between the school buildings and
Lower Saucon Park, a short walk for all 2,400 SV students to access curriculum enriching activities for grade levels
K-12. But to optimize and make safe use of this natural area, improvements are necessary.

An idea sprouts from experience.

Where to start? The Foundation and the district have established a Design Team of educators and community
members to take a closer look at this Environmental Center opportunity. The team has visited other Nature Cen-
ters.

Experts & Excitement

We need guidance from professional designers, so we brought in the experts. Land Concepts Group specializes in
Land Planning and Site Design and came to Saucon Valley to tour the area. They submitted an $8,600 proposal for
5-6 months of detailed work to create a Plan and Implementation Strategy for the SVSD Environmental Center.

A meeting of the minds - and money!
The Foundation will cover half the cost of this plan. We’ve partnered with a new Saucon Valley employer to fund
the rest.

California-based Majestic Realty Corporation recently purchased hundreds of acres of Saucon Valley land to create
a Manufacturing and Distribution Center. Majestic’s Foundation arm supports community environmental projects
in areas in which they build -- and they’ve chosen to support the Foundation’s Environmental Center Plan! What a
great fit!

What’s next? How to grow a great idea.

Going forward, Land Concepts Group will take an inventory of existing conditions and, together with an expanded
team of community members, educators and experts, gather ideas - from the students too! - and turn a “wish list”
into the reality of a master plan.

GRANTS PROGRAM KEEPS ON GIVING!

Though the
story of the
Civil War has
been told
many times,
rarely does a
novel capture
the elements
of

humanity in such convincing
detail as the novel, Isn’t This
Glorious. The purchase of this
novel for Mr. McHugh’s
twelfth grade Advance Place-
ment History class was made
possible through a grant from
the Saucon Valley Foundation.
The authors, Edwin Root, Jef-
frey Stocker and Richard
Jacoby, all of whom are lo-

cal businessmen and histori-
ans, visited Mr. McHugh'’s
class to share their experiences of writing and pub-
lishing their novel. Drawing on original source
material such as letters, diaries, manuscripts and
pension records, the authors carefully constructed
the battle of Gettysburg interwoven with the details
of individual stories. The class read the novel as a
summer reading assignment and came to class pre-

pared with a list of questions for the authors. The
project will culminate in a visit to Gettysburg ac-
companied by the authors for a first hand analysis
of the events long ago.

This grant, along with other grants was approved in
the spring and summer of 2010. Technology addi-
tions such as the purchase of GPS units for seventh
grade social studies, ipods with voice recorders,
mini DV videos and Bamboo pens
and drawing tablets were also a
priority. This brings the number of
grants awarded to fifty-five, totaling
$58,000! Whether it is new equip-
